
 

Instructions for Electronic Post 
Secondary Institutions (PSI) Selections 

Form 

 
The PSI Selections form is now available in electronic format.  The Ministry will no 
longer be producing, sending or accepting paper copies of the PSI Choices Form.  
 
Students may make their PSI Selections any time between now and the end of June. 
Please ensure students are aware that this form is only accessible to June 30 of each 
school year.  
 
Students wishing to have their marks forwarded in the early admission transfer to BC 
Electronic PSIs and the Ontario Universities Application Centre (OUAC) must submit 
their selections by April 30. 
 
Section 1 of the PSI Selections form allows students to select one or both of the BC 
Electronic PSIs and the Ontario Universities Application Centre.  In addition to this, 
students may make a maximum of 6 more selections from Sections 2 and 3.  There is no 
fee for these selections.   
 
As with the paper format in previous years, students are not able to delete their selections 
once they have been submitted to the ministry.  Therefore, it is important that students 
choose carefully before submitting their selections.  Students who use all their selections 
and then change their minds will be required to complete a Transcript Request Form and 
pay for any additional PSI selections.

Accessing the Electronic PSI Selections form 
 
Students access the electronic PSI Selections form from the Student Secure Web.  
Schools do not have access to this site.  This is a personal document which requires 
students to provide authorization for the ministry to release their information to outside 
institutions.   
 
Step 1:  Students log into their account through the Student Secure Web and select the 
link “Post Secondary Institute Selections” 
 



Step 2:  Students should carefully read through the “Important Notes” before selecting 
the “Select PSIs” link. 
 

 
 



Step 3:  Section 1 allows students to select all of the BC Electronic PSIs and/or the 
Ontario University Application Centre.  In addition, they may make a total of 6 more 
selections from Sections 2 and 3.   
 
Once all choices have been selected students hit the “Next” button to proceed to the 
authorization page. 
 

 
 
 
Step 4: Students must confirm and authorize the ministry to forward their information as 
requested.
